Dear Ms. Kluge:

Regarding 611 Schuster Parkway, [ am very concerned about the proposal to replace
berth 1 and build a second berth. Please inform me of what steps I can take to prevent
this construction.

I am concerned that once construction of these berths takes place, additional huge ships
will be docked here on Tacoma's waterfront. I am not an expert on how the docks affect
the environment; however, from personal experience, I can tell you that having large
ships docked here has significant and detrimental impact on the neighbors and our homes.

The ships regularly run their engines while docked. This creates a great deal of noise.
From the ships' stacks, stack gas (which smells like sulfur) and soot are expelled. The
soot settles on everything -- decks and deck furniture, windows, and cars. The sulfur,
besides smelling, turns into sulfuric acid and erodes the mortar of my house according to
the master mason I had evaluate my brick work. If the gases can erode mortar, they must
be harming other material and/or people as well. In addition to the noise and air
pollution, the ships leave lights on at night. These lights are amazingly bright spotlights
that are positioned to shine up the hill into the neighborhood, lighting up the entire north
side of our homes.

I have been told that Gary Coy is the owner of the docks. I do not begrudge him making
a profit on his land, but I cannot help but believe that if this were a homeowner allowing
a leaser/renter to commit the same insults to the neighborhood, then the city of Tacoma
would take steps to terminate the offensive actions.

Please inform me of how I can help the city to prevent the addition of another berth and
ideally remove the existing ships from their current positions. So much of the waterfront
has been cleaned up over the recent past. Tacoma has the potential to use its waterfront
property to make a beautiful public park or bicycle/walking trail. Let us all work together
to make a beautiful attractive waterfront, not re-industrialize one of Tacoma's most
sought-after and historic neighborhoods.
