

















Third, we are urging the City Planning staff and the Planning Commission to consider removing a
restriction enacted more than a decade ago via interim regulations. Those regulations prevent
our terminal and other businesses on the Thea Foss peninsula from expanding beyond the
property boundaries that existed on January 1, 1996. Such a restriction greatly impairs our ability
to reconfigure the terminal property and remove truck traffic from the street network, which would
alleviate secondary impacts such as those that may occur to Urban Waters.

East Thea Foss Waterway Transportation Corridor Study

The draft study includes numerous proposals, including one to change the traffic designation for
East D Street, north of 11th Street, which would pose significant obstacles to our continued
operation. One of those proposals — a complete closure to industrial traffic on East D Street —
would shut down our facility. Not surprisingly, ConocoPhillips objects to these proposals.

The draft study also contains a proposal to rebuild the roadway on East D Street, adding
sidewalks, parking, and a waterfront walkway. As expressed in our earlier correspondence and
again in the information above, Department of Homeland Security regulations will not permit a
walkway along the water through our terminal.

Last year we, along with other local businesses, shared our concerns with City Public Works staff
and the City’s Environmental and Public Works Committee. Our discussions with City staff
included discussion of other options, such as partial closure of East D Street and access via 7th
Street. Those options, however, may still not provide the space necessary for staging trucks,
entering our loading racks, and parking for our employees.

In summary, we oppose the proposed changes to traffic plans involving East D Street, north of
11th. If implemented, those changes would represent a hardship on our business and threaten
continued operation. Further, creation of a local improvement district to fund improvements will
not benefit us, as the proposed improvements would not increase the value of our business.
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In conclusion, | urge you to support policy and regulations that allow us to maintain a vibrant
business, commercial, and industrial area on the east side of the Thea Foss Waterway.
Conflicting uses need to be minimized, while existing businesses should be encouraged to grow
and improve our local economy. Thank you for the opportunity to comment on these important
issues. We look forward to working with the City of Tacoma, as well as other local stakeholders,
to insure that any future changes do not threaten the livelihood of ours and other local businesses
and industries.
