SUMMARY OF REQUEST:

The applicant is proposing to rezone a portion of the subject site (Lots 5-10, Block 1 of
Orchard’s Addition to New Tacoma) measuring approximately 18,000 square feet at the
southeast corner of the site from an “R-2” Smgle Family Dwelling District to a “C-1” General
Neighborhood Commercial District. The new zoning boundary would be located approximately
120 feet west of eastern property line and approx1mately 150 feet north of the south property
line. The rezone proposal would allow the development of a 20-stall parking lot, which will
serve Evergreen Fire and Security located at 2720 South “J” Street, abutting the subject site to
the east. '

LOCATION:
The subject site is located at 1101 South 28" Street.

RECOMMENDATION:

The requested rezone is hereby recommended for approval, subject to conditions.

PUBLIC HEARING:

After reviewing the report of the Community and Economic Development Department (CEDD),
and examining available information on file with the application, the Hearing Examiner
conducted a public hearing on the application on June 24, 2010.

WHAT I1s THE CONTAINER PORT ELEMENT?
The City of Tacoma and Port of Tacoma have kicked-off a collaborative planning process for the Port of Tacoma industrial area. A 2010 amendment
to the State Growth Management Act (GMA) requires the City and the Port to:

#  Further define and protect the core area of the port industrial area and related industrial uses;

# Ensure continued, efficient freight corridor access to the core area;

#= |dentify and work to resolve key land-use conflicts along the edge of the core area; and

* Minimize and mitigate, to the extent practicable, incompatible uses along the edge of the core area.

The policies developed to achieve these objectives will be prepared as a chapter (called the Container Port Element) of the City’s Comprehensive
Plan and also will be consistent with the Port of Tacoma's Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvement.

WHAT IS THE WORKSHOP ABOUT?

As a first step in the planning process, the City and Port are hosting a public workshop to describe the project, share information gathered to date,
and hear your thoughts on important issues affecting the Port of Tacoma container port and related industrial area. The workshop will include a
short presentation and informal opportunities to talk one-on-one with the project team about your questions and comments.

Gov. Gregoire Announces 2010 Smart Communities Awards

12 communities recognized for outstanding achievements in growth management

OLYMPIA — Gov. Chris Gregoire today announced the winners of her 2010 Smart Communities
Awards for creating livable communities in Washington State.

“As Washington recovers from this downturn in the economy, the work of local governments
and their partners in creating vibrant, quality communities is vital,” said Gov. Gregoire. “The
leadership of these award winners helps to make Washington a great state in which to live and
do business.”

City winners are Bellevue, Tacoma, Vancouver, Snoqualmie, and Chehalis, Duvall. Partnership
awards are given to Whatcom County and the City of Bellingham for work on their county-wide
Housing Action Taskforce; and to Skagit County for a county-wide urban growth area open
space plan. The judges also selected the cities of Seattle and Hoquiam, and Grays Harbor
County for merit awards

Duvall, Chehalis and Snoqualmie were recognized for their downtown improvement projects.
They also awarded the cutting-edge work by Bellevue on its Bel-Red Subarea Plan, Tacoma for
its Neighborhood Centers project, and Vancouver on its Waterfront Redevelopment Plan.

The Governor’s Smart Communities Awards to counties will be presented June 16 at the
Washington State Association of Counties joint district meeting in Grand Mound. City winners
will receive awards at the Association of Washington Cities annual conference in Vancouver on
June 24,

“The 2010 Governor’s Smart Communities Award winners reflect the wide variety of efforts and
collaborations that make up growth management planning in Washington,” said Rogers Weed,
Director, Washington State Department of Commerce. “Communities can move forward
economically when good, collaborative work like this is being accomplished.”
