- Recommendation: The Public Works/Administration Division ~ Fleet Services recommends that contracts be
awarded to low bidders Pape’ Machinery, Inc., Fife, WA, in the amount of $80,000, Western Peterbilt, Inc.,
Fife, WA, in the amount of $118,000, and Titus-Will Investments, LL.C, d/b/a Lakewood Ford, Lakewood,
WA, in the amount of $20,000, plus applicable sales tax, to furnish occasional parts and repair services for
vehicles and equipment, on an as-needed basis for a one-year period, with the option to renew for four
additional one-year periods at mutual agreement.

Explanation: These contracts will provide occasional repair services in situations where Fleet utilizes factory-
certified dealers to diagnose mechanical problems and/or repair vehicles and equipment. Pre-bid estimates
and award amounts were based on historical use of these services.

Competitive Bidding: Bid specification #GF07-0649F opened August 14, 2007. 11 vendors were notified of
the opportunity to bid, it was advertised on the City's website, and five bids were received.

SUBJECT: Increase and Renew Contract for Rebuilt Allison Transmissions
Budgeted from the Equipment Rental Fund
Specification No. GF05-0791F, SAP Contract No. 4600002928

RECOMMENDATION: Public Works/Administration Division - Fleet Services requests
approval to increase the contract for rebuilt Allison transmissions, installation, parts, and related
services on an as-needed basis with Pacific Torque, Inc., Burien, WA, by $88,000, plus
applicable sales tax, and to renew the contract for the period December 10, 2007, through
December 9, 2008. ‘

EXPLANATION: The renewal of this contract will continue to provide rebuilt transmissions and
related repairs on an as-needed basis for heavy duty trucks with Allison transmissions.

COMPETITIVE BIDDING: The contract was originally awarded to Pacific Torque in December
2005 for one year with four one-year renewal options, as a result of formal bid GF05-0791F.
Pacific Torque has agreed to renew the contract for the second renewal period per the price
adjustment clause, terms and conditions of the original contract.

CONTRACT HISTORY: The contract was awarded in December 2005 in the amount of
$47,760.57. It was renewed and increased by $35,000 through December 9, 2007, by Council
resolution 37041 #5 on November 28, 2006. It was administratively increased by $25,000 in
June 2007 and by $25,000 in September 2007. This increase will bring the contract to a
cumulative total of $220,760.57, plus sales tax, for the period December 10, 2005, through
December 9, 2008. This increase takes into account recent increased usage.

RECOMMENDATION: Public Works/Administration Division - Fleet Services, requests approval to

increase the contract for auto accident management services on an as-needed basis with CEIl Group,

Inc., Trevose, PA, in the amount of $70,000, plus sales tax, and to extend the contract for the period
November 20, 2007, through May 19, 2008, or until a new contract is in place, whichever is sooner.

EXPLANATION: The renewal of this contract will continue to provide every facet of accident
management from a 24-hour/7 day toll-free number for the initial report through the return of the vehicle
. to service. It includes auto repair estimates, claims review, independent appraisals, auto repairs, vendor

monitoring, subrogation recovery service, centralized billing and payment to one vendor, and reports on-
line on a real-time basis.

COMPETITIVE BIDDING: State of Washington Contract 31800 is a-competitively bid contract for
accident management services extended through May 19, 2008, or until a new contract is in place,
‘whichever is sooner. Through an interlocal cooperative purchasing agreement, the City of Tacoma
contract is at the same fees, terms and conditions as the state contract.

CONTRACT HISTORY: This increase will bring the contract to a cumulative total of $615,000 for the
period June 2002 through May 19, 2008.

WHEREAS the Landmarks Preservation Commission has recommended
the approval of the Historic Preservation Special Valuation Agreements regarding
the above properties; Now, Therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TACOMA:

That the proper officers of the City are hereby authorized to execute the
Historic Preservation Special Valuation Agreements, substantially in the form of the

ORDINANCE NO. 27657

AN ORDINANCE relating to the City’s Master Program for Shoreline Development;
amending Chapter 13.10 of the Tacoma Municipal Code to modify the

S-8 Thea Foss Waterway Shoreline regulations to allow for an increase in

the maximum height from 100 feet to 180 feet; limiting the height of the

former Municipal Dock site to 90 feet; modifying building envelope and other
standards; and reorganizing the Code sections.

WHEREAS, in 2004, Foss Harbor, LLC, submitted an application to change
the S-8 Thea Foss Waterway Shoreline regulations for Zone 1 to increase the
maximum building height from 100 feet to 180 feet, and

WHEREAS the Planning Commission (“Commission”) accepted the
application, conducted a public hearing, and, after reviewing testimony,
recommended a modified proposal to the City Council, and

WHEREAS, on November 16, 2004, after holding a public hearing, the City
Council concurred with the recommendation of the Commission and passed
Substitute Ordinance No. 27296, and

WHEREAS the amendment to the Tacoma Municipal Code (“TMC") was
submitted to the Department of Ecology (“DOE”) for review and approval, after
which the DOE suggested that additional analysis of the proposed amendment
was warranted to address view impacts, particularly from nearby residences, and
that additional public discussion occur, and

WHEREAS, in November 2005, in order to conduct a new view analysis and

public review process, the City withdrew the proposed amendment from further

review by the DOE, and

WHEREAS this additional process commenced in December 2005, and on
April 18, 2007, upon completion of the new view analysis and public outreach, the
Commission held a public hearing, and

WHEREAS, on October 3, 2007, the Commission recommended a revised
proposal based upon hearing testimony and comments, and

WHEREAS Chapter 13.02 TMC requires the City Council to hold a public
hearing before adopting any change to the Land Use Regulatory Code including
shoreline development regulations, and

WHEREAS the City Council held a public hearing on October 30, 2007, and

WHEREAS, under the State of Washington Shoreline Management
Act (“Act”) of 1971 (chapter 90.58 RCW), cities have certain duties, obligations,
and responsibilities with regard to implementation of said Act, and

WHEREAS, since the early 1970s, the City has been planning for the
redevelopment of the Thea Foss Waterway (“Waterway”) into an intensely
developed and vibrant place with a mix of uses and activities and the generous
provision of public access and amenities; a place where people can live, work, and
play, and

WHEREAS, in 1991, to reclaim the Waterway and realize the vision, the
City purchased 27 acres of contaminated property on the Waterway and took the
lead in cleanup of the Superfund-listed Waterway that once held the dubious
distinction of being one of the nation’s most contaminated. The City began

cleaning the sites through an environmental master plan, which formed the

basis of a 1994 consent decree with the DOE. Under an agreement with the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, the City began a $95 million Superfund
cleanup of this area, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the revitalization of the Waterway to a
vibrant people place with an abundance of amenities and public access to the
shoreline is dependent, in part, on the investment of the private sector. Without
development, these amenities would not be built and maintained, and the shoreline
area will continue in its underutilized and uninviting state. Through private
development, the vision of the Shoreline Master Program for establishing a
continuous system of substantial public access along the Waterway can be
realized, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that now, more than ten years after the
creation of the Thea Foss Waterway Design and Development Plan (“Foss Plan”)
and the formation of the Foss Waterway Development Authority (“FWDA"), the
revitalization vision for the Waterway is coming to fruition, as can be evidenced by
the mix of cultural, park, marina, and residential uses, combined with special
events such as the Tall Ships Festival and the annual Maritime Fest. In order to
continue this success and realize the vision for a completely redeveloped
Waterway and recoup the public investment, changes are needed to accommodate
private investment, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the growth and development
envisioned in the Foss Plan and Comprehensive Plan has not yet materialized in

Zone 1. The lack of redevelopment can be attributed to many factors, but the

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many constraints in Zone 1 inhibit the redevelopment of the area into a viable
mixed-use neighborhood as envisioned in the Foss Plan and Comprehensive Plan
and as desired by the community. These constraints affect the feasibility of
projects and make this area appropriate for a different approach to massing, scale,
and building height, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the proposed amendment is
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, including the City's overall growth
strategy as expressed in its mixed-use center concept and policies. The
amendment also fulfills the vision of the Generalized Land Use Element for the
Downtown Mixed-Use Center and is consistent with the area’s “High-Intensity”
designation, in which development is intended to include commercial and civic
uses and attractions of regional scale and high-density residential development,
and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the proposed amendment is
consistent with the Growth Management Act goal to encourage development in
urban areas to reduce sprawl, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the proposed amendment is
consistent with Downtown Tacoma’s regional designation. Downtown Tacoma,
which encompasses the shoreline area affected by the proposed amendment, is
designated as one of 27 regional growth centers in Vision 2020 (the multicounty
planning policies), and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the proposed amendment is

consistent with the zoning and the urban environment designation of the Waterway

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and the vision and policies of the Foss Plan, including the redevelopment concept
for Zone 1, which states, in part, that “infill development will occur between the
existing warehouses. Minimum height limits for the district are established at the
same height as the warehouse buildings. Greater heights may be allowed to
achieve more innovative building profiles and greater use of open space,” and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the amendment has been designed to
minimize the impacts to existing views from public property and residences and to
maximize the public’s opportunity to enjoy the physical and aesthetic qualities of
the shoreline to the greatest extent feasible, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that the amendment provides protection of
the locally significant public view of Mount Rainier, behind the Murray Morgan
Bridge, as seen from the southeast corner of Fireman’s Park, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that this amendment to the S-8 Thea Foss
Waterway Shoreline regulations is warranted and is in the overall interest of the
public because it supports the goals of the GMA, is consistent with the
requirements of the Shoreline Management Act, and implements the policies in the
City’s Comprehensive Plan, including the Master Program for Shoreline
Development and the Foss Plan, and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that these revisions to the Tacoma
Shoreline Master Program are in the public interest. Although some views may be
impaired by future development allowed through this amendment, the overriding
interests of the public will be served by this amendment, which provides an

appropriately balanced approach for continuing to pursue the community’s

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longstanding vision for creating a vibrant, thriving neighborhood and urban
waterfront with a mix of uses and public amenities adjacent to a cleaner Waterway
while minimizing impacts to public and private views. This amendment:

e Provides a design solution for an area that has development constraints
and is not redeveloping as planned;

e Increases public access to the Waterway;

e Improves views of the Waterway from Fireman'’s Park;

o Protects the locally significant view of Mount Rainier from the southeast
viewpoint in Fireman'’s Park;

e Supports economically viable redevelopment;

e Helps to ensure a financial return to the FWDA and/or the City of
Tacoma;

¢ |s consistent with GMA goals and the City’s Comprehensive Plan growth
strategy;

¢ |s consistent with the public policy objective to redevelop the Waterway
with development projects that are consistent with the Foss Plan;

e Preserves the Municipal Dock site for redevelopment consistent with its
past use as a warehouse and helps to preserve the site for potential
reuse as a ferry terminal;

e Supports the possibility of pedestrian access from the Murray Morgan
Bridge to a future redevelopment project on the Municipal Dock site,

which may include a public rooftop space;

13.10.110 S-8 Shoreline District — Thea Foss Waterway.

A. Intent. The intent of the “S-8” Shoreline District is to improve the environmental quality of Thea
Foss Waterway; provide continuous public access to the Waterway; encourage the reuse and
redevelopment of the area for mixed-use pedestrian-oriented development, cultural facilities, marinas and
related facilities, water-oriented commercial uses, maritime activities, water-oriented public parks and
public facilities, residential development, and waterborne transportation; and to encourage existing
industrial and terminal uses to continue their current operations and leases to industrial tenants.

B. Description. The “S-8" Shoreline District is hereby described as an area, including all of Thea Foss
Waterway, and Wheeler Osgood Waterway between the west line of Dock Street, and the east line of
“D” Street, and 200 feet landward of the ordinary high water mark of said Waterways. For the purposes
of this section, the west side of the waterway begins at the northwestern corner of the waterway and
extends to the southerly end adjacent to the “twin 96-inch” storm drains.

C. Environmental Designation. The “S-8" Shoreline District is hereby designated as an “urban”
environment, as summarily defined in Section 13.10.030 of this chapter, and as further defined within
those elements of the Shoreline Master Program which are adopted by resolution.

D. Substantial Development/Permitted Uses and Development Activities. The following uses and
development activities shall be permitted, subject to the issuance of a Substantial Development Permit, if
required:

. Bulkheads.
. Commercial, non-water-oriented, over water, only within structures which existed on January 1, 1996.
. Commercial, water-oriented, upland, or over water.

. Dredging, maintenance, and for environmental remediation and habitat improvement projects.

. Environmental remediation.
. Habitat improvement.

The following uses and
development activities shall be permitted subject to the issuance of a Substantial
Development/Conditional Use Permit, if required; provided, that the applicant can demonstrate that any
such use activity conforms with the criteria set forth in Section 13.10.180 of this chapter, and subject to
approval of the Department of Ecology as set forth in Section 13.10.180 of this chapter:

1. Breakwaters.

Further, site coverage restrictions are imposed as buildings increase in height to reduce building profile and
bulk with increased height, as follows:

1. From grade to 50 feet in height: 100 percent coverage of development site coverage allowed
(subsurface parking may extend under adjacent view/access corridors if conforming to

Section 13.10.110.1.4.g and/or beyond development sites north of 11th Street where the esplanade is
several feet higher in elevation than Dock Street.)

2. From 50 feet to 100 feet: 70 percent coverage of the at-grade area is available for development,
inclusive of required modulations.

3. Above 100 feet: 50 percent coverage of the at-grade area is available for development, inclusive of
required modulations.

Reduction of the required modulations and/or increased height limits on the western side of Thea Foss
Waterway to accommodate structural elements may be authorized in conjunction with the issuance of a
Shoreline Substantial Development Permit, or Shoreline Conditional Use Permit when all of the following
are satisfied:

a. That portion of the structure exceeding the underlying height limit or contained within the required
modulation:

(1) Is designed primarily as an architectural or artistic feature and does not include signage or exterior
mechanical equipment;

(2) Does not provide habitable floor space;

(3) Does not exceed the underlying height limit by more than 25 feet;

(4) Has a cumulative width of 15 percent or less of the development site’s Dock Street frontage;
(5) Does not extend waterward of ordinary high water; and

(6) Is designed to minimize view impacts from neighboring properties through the use of location,
materials, and orientation.

b. The reduction of the required modulations and/or the increased height will not adversely affect the
intended character of the shoreline district and will secure for neighboring properties substantially the same
protection that a literal application of the regulation would have provided.

c. The reduction of the required modulations and/or the increased height will not be contrary to the intent
of the Shoreline Management Act and will be consistent with the policies of the Thea Foss Waterway
Design and Development Plan.

4. Any new building must extend to the site edge for a minimum of 60 percent of the site perimeter.
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The Municipal Dock and the Puget Sound Freight Buildings are exempt from the application of this
requirement if these buildings are renovated.

WHEREAS the City Council has properly given notice of the public
hearing held November 13, 2007, pursuant to RCW 84.55.120, to consider
the possible increase of property tax revenues, and

requires an increase in property tax revenue collection from the previous
year in addition to that resulting from the addition of new construction and
improvements to property, annexations, administrative refunds, and any

expected expenses and obligations of the City and in its best interest, and
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WHEREAS, on June 13, 2006, by Resolution No. 36889, the City
Council submitted to the voters of Tacoma a proposition to approve a levy
lid lift to fund emergency medical services, and
