EXPLANATION: The renewal of the contract with ABM Janitorial Services will provide
continued janitorial services for various City facilities. The contract increase is requested for
services at the following locations: Tacoma Fire Training Center, Tacoma Municipal
Building/Municipal Building North, Municipal Services Center, Harrison Police Range, Police
Operations Center, Police Sector 4 Substation, Police S.1.D., Police Sector 2, Police
Substations Central, N. 26", Wapato Point, NE Tacoma, Solid Waste Utility Administration,
Cabinet Shop, Fleet Operations, Radio Shop, Tacoma Rail Administration (TPU), and the South
Sound Service Center (TPU). The $800,000 increase represents an estimated allocation of
$58,000 for Tacoma Public Utilities and $742,000 for General Government use. The estimates
are based on the monthly usage invoiced over the prior contract years, plus additional facilities
added to the contract and extra cleaning services.

COMPETITIVE BIDDING: This contract was originally awarded to ABM Janitorial Services,
Tacoma, WA as a result of formal RFP specification no. GS03-0919F in April 2004. ABM
Janitorial Services has agreed to renew the contract with a three percent increase, which is
allowed within the terms of the Specification, and has provided the appropriate supporting
documentation to the City.

CONTRACT HISTORY: This contract was initially approved in April 2004 by City Council
resolution no. 36143 for $471,634.32 for the period of May 20, 2004, through May 19, 2005.
The initial TPU estimated usage was minimal and did not require Utility Board approval. May
13, 2005, the contract was administratively increased by $50,000. This contract was increased
by $512,616 in June 2005 by City Council resolution no.36531. On March 28, 2008, this
contract was administratively increased by $50,000. This contract was increased by $740,000
per resolution no. 36843, dated May 2, 2006. This contract was increased by $776,802 per
resolution no. U-10131 dated April 25, 2007, and 37180 dated May 8, 2007. This request is for
the fourth and final one-year extension. The increase will bring the contract to a cumulative
total of $3,401,052.32, sales tax not applicable for the contract period of May 20, 2004, through
May 20, 2009.

WHEREAS all steps and proceedings required by law and by
resolution of the City Council to vacate the portion of the streets

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF TACOMA:

Section 1. That the City Council hereby adopts the Hearing
Examiner’s Findings, Conclusions, and Recommendations as contained
in the Hearing Examiner’'s Report and Recommendation to the City

Council bearing File No. 124.1255, and dated August 1, 2007, which

Report is on file in the office of the City Clerk.
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Section 2. That a portion of South 10th and South 11th Streets,
and more particularly described as follows:

That portion of Woodlawn Street lying between Lots 13-
15, Block 22, and Lots 10-12, Block 21, as contained
within the plat of WOODLAWN ADDITION TO TACOMA,
W.T., as recorded in Volume 2 of plats at page 91, records
of Pierce County Auditor. LESS: That portion of the
existing cul-de-sac having a radius of 60 feet, the center
point being the existing monument located at

South 11th Street and Woodlawn Street.

Together with that portion of South 11th Street lying
between Blocks 22 and 27, in said plat. LESS: That
portion of the existing cul-de-sac having a radius of 60
feet, the center point being the existing monument located
at South 11th Street and Woodlawn Street.

Together with that portion of the alleyway contained within
Block 22, of said plat, lying southwesterly of State Route
16 right-of-way line.

Together with that portion of South 10th Street lying
between Lot 24, Block 22 inclusive of City of Tacoma
vacation Ordinance No. 17055 and Lot 13, Block 19,
inclusive of City of Tacoma vacation Ordinance No.
16087, contained within said plat, lying southwesterly of
State Route 16 right-of-way line.

All lands situate in the Northeast Quarter of Section 2,
Township 20 North, Range 2 East, W.M.
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is hereby vacated, and the land so vacated is hereby surrendered and
attached to the property bordering thereon, respectively, as a part
thereof, and all right or title of the City in and to the portion of the streets

so vacated does hereby vest in the owners of the property abutting

thereon, all in the manner provided by law; provided, however, that there

are hereby retained and reserved, pursuant to statutes of the state of
Washington, the following easements, to wit:

1. Public Works/ Environmental Services. A 30-foot public
utility easement shall be retained centered over the sanitary and
storm mains that run east and west along South 11th Street between
Woodlawn Street alley and Highland Street, and a 20-foot utility
easement in South 11th Street centered on the storm main shall be
retained from the Woodlawn Street alley west to the east edge of
Woodlawn Street. Also, a 20-foot public utility easement is required
centered over the sanitary sewer main in the alignment of Woodlawn
Street alley extending south from the South 11th Street easement to
the edge of the right-of-way. The easements shall include the
easement language set forth in Public Works memo dated
June 4, 2007.

No permanent structures shall be erected within the public easement
area unless specifically approved in writing by the City of Tacoma
Director of Public Works. Permanent structures shall mean any
concrete foundation, concrete slab, wall, rockery, building, deck,
overhanging structures, fill material, recreational sports courts,
carports, portable sheds, private utilities, fences, or other site
improvement that will unreasonably interfere with the need to access
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or construct sanitary or storm sewer utilities in said easements.
Permanent structures shall not mean improvements such as normal
landscaping, asphalt paving, gravel, or other similar site
improvements that do not prevent the access of men, materials, and
machinery across, along, and within the said easement area. Land
restoration by the City within the said easement area due to the
construction, operation, inspection, replacement, repair, or
maintenance of sanitary or storm sewer utilities will be strictly limited
to grass seed, grass sod, and/or asphalt replacement unless
otherwise determined by the City of Tacoma.

2. Public Works/Solid Waste Management. Solid Waste
Management must retain access to Parcel Nos. 979500-1083 and
979500-1082 via the cul-de-sac on South Woodlawn Street and the
access road off of the cul-de-sac. The solid waste/recycle containers
are located just inside the fenced area on both properties. Solid
Waste Management collection crews shall continue to be allowed to
use the unimproved South 11th Street as an egress after servicing
Parcel No. 979500-1397.

3. Tacoma Power. There are existing Tacoma Power poles,
overhead wires, padmount transformer and underground cables in
portions of the areas to be vacated.
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4. Easements shall be reserved for the City of Tacoma,
Department of Public Utilities, Light Division (dba Tacoma Power)
and its successors. If any of Tacoma Power’s existing power poles
and associated facilities must be adjusted, including but not limited
to, removal, relocation, or conversion to underground, all costs
associated with the adjustment shall be at the expense of the
developer.

ORDINANCE NO. 27715

AN ORDINANCE of the City of Tacoma, Washington, relating to the Tacoma Dome
In-House Promotion Program; providing for the issuance of a Junior Lien
Revenue Bond, 2008 (Tacoma Dome Taxable Bond 2008), of the Tacoma
Dome in the principal amount of not to exceed $250,000, the proceeds of
which will be used to provide working capital for in-house promotion event
costs through May 20, 2011; determining the form, terms, and covenants of
the Bond; establishing a Bond redemption fund; approving the sale and
providing for the delivery of the Bond to the City Treasurer as a qualified
City investment; appropriating the funds for use; authorizing changes to
contract authority and procedures; and amending Chapter 1.06 of the
Tacoma Municipal Code.

WHEREAS the City of Tacoma (“City”) owns and operates a
multipurpose arena and exhibition facility known as the Tacoma Dome and
Exhibition Hall (“Tacoma Dome”) as a separate fund within the City’s
Department of Public Assembly Facilities (“PAF”), and

WHEREAS the PAF anticipates that a demand for small event promotion
exists, and the Tacoma Dome has invested in a flexible size performance
facility to support such events, and

WHEREAS Tacoma Dome staff has the necessary experience needed to
organize in-house promotion events to increase the usage of the Tacoma Dome
facility, and

WHEREAS additional funding through the issuance of a bond of
$250,000 is needed to provide working capital to facilitate the establishment of
the in-house promotion program, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to RCW 35.39.030, the City is authorized to invest

its funds in its own utility revenue bonds, and

WHEREAS the City desires to provide a market rate return on a portion
of the funds it regularly invests while making those funds available to finance
the self-promotion events, and

WHEREAS the City desires to authorize changes to contract authority
and procedures to allow the Tacoma Dome to enter into contracts necessary to
promote these events; Now, Therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF TACOMA:

Section 1. Definitions. As used in this ordinance and for the purposes of
this ordinance, the following words shall have the following meanings:

“Bond” means the Junior Lien Revenue Bond, 2008 (Tacoma
Dome Taxable Bond), authorized to be issued by this ordinance.

“Bond Fund” means that special fund of the City, known as the
Junior Lien Revenue Bond Fund, 2008 (Tacoma Dome Taxable Bond 2008),
created by this ordinance for the payment of the principal of and interest on the
Bond.

“Bond Register” means the books or records maintained by the

Bond Registrar containing the name and mailing address of the Registered
Owner of the Bond.

“Bond Reqgistrar” means the Finance Director of the City.

“Business Day” means any day that is not a Saturday, Sunday, or

other day on which commercial banks located in Tacoma, Washington, are
closed for business.

“City” means the City of Tacoma, Washington.
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“City Clerk” means the City Clerk of the City, or any other officer
who succeeds to substantially all of the responsibilities of that office specified in
this ordinance.

“Draw” means each incremental or revolving draw upon the Bond.

“Finance Director” means the Director of the Department of
Finance of the City, or any other officer who succeeds to substantially all of the
responsibilities of that office specified in this ordinance.

“Maturity Date” means that date three years after the initial draw
on which date the entire outstanding principal shall be repaid.

“Operation and Maintenance Expenses” means all expenses

incurred by the Tacoma Dome in causing the in-house promotion events to be
organized and performed.

“Tacoma Dome” means the Tacoma Dome and Exhibition Hall of

the City as it now exists, and all additions thereto and betterments and
extensions thereof at any time made.

“Reqistered Owner” means the City, as registered owner of the

Bond.
“Treasurer” means the Treasurer of the City.

Section 2. Authorization and Description of Bond. For the purpose of
providing all or a part of the money required to provide working capital to pay
the organization and operating expenses of in-house promotion event
programs, the Tacoma Dome shall issue the Bond in the aggregate principal

amount of not to exceed $250,000. The Bond shall be designated the Junior
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Lien Revenue Bond, 2008 (Tacoma Dome Taxable Bond); shall be dated as of
the date of the Draw on the Bond; shall mature three years from its dated date
(the “Maturity Date”); shall be issued in registered form; and shall be

numbered R-1. The City anticipates that the Tacoma Dome may make periodic
draws of the bond consisting of less than the entire authorized amount.

The Draw shall bear interest at the rate equal to the composite interest
rate earned on the investments of the City Treasury’s pooled cash portfolio for
the previous calendar quarter, adjusted on the first day of each quarter. Interest
on the Draw shall accrue from the date of that Draw and shall be computed on
the principal amount of the Draw outstanding on the basis of a 360-day year of
twelve 30-day months for the amount of time the principal amount of the Draw
is outstanding, up to and including the Maturity Date or repayment. Principal of
and interest on the Bond shall be payable as described in Section 5 below. The
City finds that the fixing of the above interest rate is in the best interest of the
City.

Interest on the Bond will not be excluded from gross income of the
Registered Owner for federal income tax purposes.

Section 3. Designation of Officers to Make Draws. The City Council
authorizes the Finance Director, or his designee, to make the Draws against the
Bond in such amounts and at such times as he may determine hereafter, the
Draws to be made in accordance with the terms and provisions set forth herein.

Section 4. Bond Registrar; Registration and Transfer of Bond. The

Finance Director shall serve as Bond Registrar for the Bond. The Bond shall be
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issued only in registered form as to both principal and interest and shall be
recorded on the Bond Register. The Bond Register shall contain the name and
mailing address of the Registered Owner of the Bond. The Bond Registrar is
authorized, on behalf of the City, to authenticate and deliver the Bond in
accordance with the provisions of the Bond and this ordinance, to serve as the
City’s paying agent for the Bond and to carry out all of the Bond Registrar’s
powers and duties under this ordinance.

The Bond may not be assigned or transferred by the City as the Registered
Owner.

Section 5. Bond Fund; Payment of Bond Principal and Interest. The
Bond Fund is created in the City Treasury as a special fund of the City, to be
known as the Junior Lien Revenue Bond Fund, 2008 (Tacoma Dome Taxable
Bond). Both principal of and interest on the Bond shall be payable in lawful
money of the United States of America solely from the Gross Revenue of the
Tacoma Dome and deposited in the Bond Fund. So long as the Bond is
outstanding, the owner of the Tacoma Dome shall set aside and pay into the
Bond Fund out of the Gross Revenue of the Tacoma Dome on or before each
interest or principal and interest payment date at least an amount which,
together with other money on deposit therein, will be sufficient to pay the
interest, or principal and interest, to become due and payable on the Bond on
that payment date.

Interest on the Draw shall be payable to the Registered Owner quarterly,

on the first day of each January, April, July, and October, commencing July 1,
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2008. Principal of the Bond shall be payable to the Registered Owner in one
installment, on May 20, 2011. Upon the final payment of principal of and
interest on the Bond the Registered Owner shall surrender the Bond to the
Bond Registrar for destruction or cancellation in accordance with law.

Section 6. Prepayment of Bond. The owner of the Tacoma Dome
reserves the right to prepay all or a portion of the principal of the Bond on any
date without notice, premium, or penalty. Interest on the Bond or the portion
thereof so prepaid shall cease to accrue on the date of such prepayment.

Section 7. Failure to Redeem Bond. If the Bond is not redeemed when
properly presented at its maturity or call date, the owner of the Tacoma Dome
shall be obligated to pay interest on the Bond at the same rate provided in the
Bond from and after its maturity or call date until the Bond, both principal and
interest, is paid in full or until sufficient money for its payment in full is on
deposit in the Bond Fund and the Bond has been called for payment by giving
notice of that call to the Treasurer.

Section 8. Security; Junior Lien Position; Due Regard Finding. The
Bond is a special obligation of the Tacoma Dome payable only from the Gross
Revenue of the Tacoma Dome deposited in the Bond Fund. The Gross
Revenue of the Tacoma Dome and all money and investments held in the Bond
Fund are pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bond,

and this pledge shall constitute a lien and charge upon the Gross Revenue
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junior and inferior to the pledge of the Gross Revenue to the Outstanding
Bonds, or to any senior bonds or other obligations of the Tacoma Dome
subsequently issued by the City.

The owner of the Tacoma Dome finds and determines the Gross
Revenue and the benefits to be derived from the operation and maintenance of
the Tacoma Dome at the rates to be charged for services of the Tacoma Dome
will be more than sufficient to meet all Operation and Maintenance Expenses
and to permit the setting aside into the Bond Fund out of the Gross Revenue of
the Tacoma Dome amounts sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the
Bond when due. The owner of the Tacoma Dome further declares that, in
creating the Bond Fund and in fixing the amounts to be paid therein, it has
exercised due regard for Operation and Maintenance Expenses, and the owner
of the Tacoma Dome has not bound and obligated itself to set aside and pay
into the Bond Fund a greater amount or proportion of the Gross Revenue than,
in its judgment, will be available over and above the Operation and
Maintenance Expenses.

Section 9. Covenants. The owner of the Tacoma Dome covenants and
agrees that:

(a) It will establish, maintain, and collect rates and charges for
services and facilities provided by the Tacoma Dome which will be fair and
equitable, and will adjust those rates and charges from time to time; and

(b) It will at all times maintain, preserve, and keep the properties

of the Tacoma Dome in good repair, working order, and condition; will make all
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necessary and proper additions, betterments, renewals, and repairs thereto,
and improvements, replacements, and extensions thereof; and will at all times
operate or cause to be operated the properties of the Tacoma Dome and the
business in connection therewith in an efficient manner and at a reasonable
cost.

Section 10. Form and Execution of Bonds. The Bonds shall be
typewritten in a form consistent with the provisions of this ordinance and state
law, shall be signed by the Mayor and Finance Director, either or both of whose
signatures may be manual or in facsimile, and the seal of the City or a facsimile
reproduction thereof shall be impressed or printed thereon.

To be valid or obligatory for any purpose or entitled to the benefits of this
ordinance, the Bond shall bear a Certificate of Authentication in the following form,
manually signed by the Bond Registrar:

CERTIFICATE OF AUTHENTICATION
This Bond is the fully registered Junior Lien Revenue Bond,

2008 (Tacoma Dome Taxable Bond), of the City of Tacoma,
Washington, described in the Bond Ordinance.

The authorized signing of a Certificate of Authentication shall be conclusive
evidence that the Bond so authenticated has been duly executed, authenticated,

and delivered and is entitled to the benefits of this ordinance.
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If any officer whose facsimile signature appears on the Bond ceases to be
an officer of the City authorized to sign bonds before the Bond bearing his or her
facsimile signature is authenticated or delivered by the Bond Registrar or issued
by the City, the Bond nevertheless may be authenticated, issued, and delivered
and, when authenticated, issued, and delivered, shall be binding on the City as
though that person had continued to be an officer of the City authorized to sign
bonds. The Bond also may be signed on behalf of the City by any person who, on
the actual date of signing of the Bond, is an officer of the City authorized to sign
bonds, although he or she did not hold the required office on the date of issuance
of the Bond.

Section 11. Deposit of Bond Proceeds. The proceeds of the Bond shall
be deposited into the Tacoma Dome Operating Fund (4180) to be used for the
purposes specified in Section 2 of this ordinance.

Section 12. Approval of Transaction; Execution of Documents. The
Treasurer has offered to purchase the Bond under the terms and conditions
provided in this ordinance as a qualified investment of the City. The City
Council finds that such investment is in the City’s best interest and, therefore,
authorizes the Treasurer to purchase the Bond under the terms of this
ordinance.

The proper City officials are authorized and directed to do everything
necessary for the prompt delivery of the Bond to the Registered Owner and for

the proper application and use of the proceeds of the issuance thereof.
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Section 13. Appropriating funds. Amending Ordinance 27566, the 2007-
2008 Biennial Budget of the City of Tacoma, Exhibit A, to read as follows;

Section 14. Authorizing changes in contracting authority and
procedures. Chapter 1.06 of the Tacoma Municipal Code is amended by
adding a new Section, 1.06.2701, as set forth in Exhibit “A.”

Section 15. Ratification of Prior Acts. Any action taken consistent with
the authority and prior to the effective date of this ordinance is ratified,
approved, and confirmed.

Section 16. Section Headings. The section headings in this ordinance
are used for convenience only and shall not constitute a substantive portion of
this ordinance.

Section 17. Severability and Savings. If any section, sentence, clause
or phrase of this ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by an
administrative agency or quasi-judicial body, or by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or
constitutionality of any other section, sentence, clause or phrase of this
ordinance. Provided, however, that if any section, sentence, clause or phrase
of this ordinance is held to be invalid by an administrative agency or
guasi-judicial body, or by a court of competent jurisdiction, then the section,
sentence, clause or phrase in effect prior to the effective date of this ordinance
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shall be in full force and effect for that individual section, sentence, clause or
phrase as if this ordinance had never been adopted.

Section 18. Effective Date of Ordinance. This ordinance shall take
effect and be in force from and after its passage and ten days following its

publication.

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EXHIBIT “A”

to Ordinance No.

1.06.2701 Tacoma Dome In-House Promotion Program

A. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Tacoma Municipal Code to the
contrary, the Director of the Public Assembly Facilities Department or the
Director’s designee is authorized to take the following actions when the Tacoma
Dome is acting as the sole promoter of an event:

(1) Enter into contracts for acts or events to perform in the Tacoma
Dome without using a competitive selection process.

(2) Enter into contracts or contract amendments related to the
organizational and operating expenses of in-house promotion event programs,
not to exceed $250,000 total for each event, without seeking prior approval from
the City Council.

B. This Section shall not apply to ordinary supply, maintenance, or capital
repair expenses incurred by the Tacoma Dome.
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
