RECOMMENDATION: The Public Works/Administration Division - Fleet Services, on behalf of the
Tacoma Fire Department, recommends that a contract in the amount of $1,488,909.00, plus sales tax, be
awarded to W. S. Darley & Company, Melrose Park, IL, the lowest responsive bidder, for three 1,500 GPM
Triple Combination Pumpers with Class “A” Foam capability and selected options, The contract shall be
subject to extension by mutual agreement per the same pricés, terms and conditions.

EXPLANATION: The vehicles will be purchased for and used by the Tacoma Fire Department.

COMPETITIVE BIDDING: Specification No. FD07-0670F was opened December 18, 2007. Five firms
responded to the solicitation by submitting bids. All bidders agreed to extend bid pricing until June 30,
2008, in order to allow additional time to evaluate the bids received. The low bidder and the second low
bidder were declared technically non-responsive by the Bid Review Committee formed by the Fire
Department to review the bids for the reasons identified in the enclosed memo from Deputy Chief Jon
Lendosky.

DATE: May 15, 2008

The Bid Review Committee (BRC) formed by the Fire Department to analyze the bids received
in response to the City’s solicitation for three or more Triple Combination Pumpers (FD07-
0670F) completed its work. Attached for your review and approval is a draft letter to the City’s
Contracts and Awards Board recommending an award to W.S. Darley and Company, Melrose
Park, Illinois, in theé amount of $1,488,909.00 plus tax (including certain selected options) for
three Spartan/Darley pumper engines with Class “A” foam capability.

Non-Responsive Bids

Five bids were received in response to the City’s formal solicitation. A technical review of the
bids received was led by Richard Steamns, Fire Garage Supervisor, for the BRC. A summary of
his spreadsheet is attached for your review and information.

The bid of US Fire and Equipment, Tacoma, Washington (bidding a Sutphen pumper), the
apparent low bidder, was determined to be technically non-responsive for two reasons. First,
Section 5.2.3. of the specification prohibits welding of support brackets directly to the side of the
frame rails. The vendor requested an exception to the specification which the BRC cannot
accept. :

Second, Section 5.1.1. of the specification established design limitations for the proposed
vehicles. The US Fire and Equipment proposed vehicles specify a wheelbase that is five inches
longer than the maximum allowed and nearly two and half feet longer in total length than the
maximum allowance of thirty feet.

For the above reasons, the bid is unacceptable and the BRC recommends the bid of US Fire and
Equipment be considered non-responsive.

The bid of the second low bidder, Cascade Fire Equipment, Yakima, Washington, also was
non-responsive to the requirements of Section 5.1.1. of the specification. Cascade proposed a
vehicle with a wheelbase a full foot longer than the maximum allowance with a total vehicle
length that was two feet three inches longer than the maximum allowance.
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Second, the bidder bid a Hale QMax single stage pump despite the requirement for a two-stage
pump.

For the above reasons, the bid is unacceptable and the BRC recommends the bid of Cascade Fire
Equipment also be considered non-responsive.

Pricing Review With Selected Options

The technical review of the bids received from the other bidders was determined to be acceptable
in major respects. It became readily apparent during the review of bid pricing that prices needed
to be considered with inclusion of those options that would be selected for the contract as the
difference in options pricing might determine the order of bidders.

Accordingly, Michael Fitzgerald, Assistant to the Chief, prepared the attached spreadsheet
identifying bid pricing including options selected by the BRC. The options selected are
consistent with options included in our most recent previous apparatus contracts or they are, such
as the internal intercom system, safety or operational options in which staff previously indicated
an interest for inclusion if costs were reasonable.

In addition, the payinent option for the completed chassis was included in the analysis because
Fleet Services Manager Fred Chun determined to select the option after having the bid
mmformation communicated to him.

Based upon the pricing offered including prices for selected options, the bid of W. S. Darley and
Comipany, Melrose Park, Illinois, was, in fact, the third low bid.

The BRC recomimends that an award to Darley be made for three new fire engines for the Fire
Department.

Fire Department, recommends that a contract in the amount of $640,396.00, plus sales tax, be awarded to
General Fire Apparatus, Inc., Spokane, WA, the lowest responsive bidder, for one fire pumper with aerial water
tower and escape ladder including selected options. The contract shall be subject to extension by mutual
agreement per the same prices, terms and conditions.

EXPLANATION: The vehicles will be purchased for and used by the Tacoma Fire Department.

COMPETITIVE BIDDING: Specification No. FD07-0671F was opened January 8, 2008. Three firms
responded to the solicitation by submitting bids. Two of the bidders agreed subsequently to extend bid pricing
until June 30, 2008, in order to allow additional time to evaluate the bids received. Finance/Purchasing staff
contacted the representative who submitted the bid for American LaFrance, NW LLC, the apparent low bidder,
to request the time extension and was informed that the Portland office was closed. The City was later notified
that American LaFrance, the parent company of American LaFrance, NW, LLC, entered into bankruptcy
proceedings during the period of the bid evaluation. In the absence of information allowing the extension of bid

. pricing or the ability to determine the status of the bid since the bankruptcy proceedings with the parent firm
were begun, the bid was considered non-responsive and was disqualified by the Bid Review Committee formed
by the Tacoma Fire Department to review the bids.

The Bid Review Committec (BRC) formed by the Fire Department to analyze the bids received in
response to the City’s solicitation for one or more Pumpers with Aerial Water Tower and Escape
Ladder (FD07-0671F) completed its work. Attached for your review and approval is a draft letter to
the City’s Contracts and Awards Board recommending an award to General Fire Apparatus, Spokane,
Washington, in the amount of 640,396.00 plus tax (including certain selected options) for one unit.

Non-Responsive Bid

Three bids were received in response to the City’s formal solicitation. A technical review of the bids
received was led by Richard Stearns, Fire Garage Supervisor, for the BRC. A summary of his
spreadsheet is attached for your review and information.

During the evaluation, we requested Finance/Purchasing staff to obtain price extensions through May
31, 2008, in order to provide more time to complete our review of the bids. Purchasing staff was
unable to contact the identified representatives of Ameérican LaFrance, NW, LLC, in Portland,
Oregon. Subsequently, Purchasing staff was notified that American LaFrance, the parent company of
the bid firm (and the actual manufacturer of the proposed engine) entered bankruptcy proceedings
during the initial period of the bid evaluation.

In the absence of any information allowing us to extend bid pricing or determine the status of the bid
now that bankruptcy proceedings with the parent firm were begun, the BRC determined the bid of
American LaFrance, NW to be non-responsive and the bidder was considered disqualified for this
review.

- Pricing Review With Selected Options

The technical review of the bids received from the other bidders was determined to be acceptable in
major respects. However, the bid of W. S. Darley and Company, Melrose Park, Illinois, lacked
needed information which complicated the technical review.

It became readily apparent during the review of bid pricing that prices needed to be considered with
inclusion of those options that would be selected for the contract as the difference in options pricing
might determine the order of the bidders.

Accordingly, Michael Fitzgerald, Assistant to the Chief, prepared the attached spreadsheet identifying
bid pricing including options selected by the BRC. The options selected are identical to the options
included for our previous review of bids received for the Triple Combination Pumpers (FD07-
0670F), are consistent with our most recent previous apparatus contracts and are, such as the internal
intercom system, safety or operational options in which staff previously indicated an interest for
inclusion if costs were reasonable.

In addition, the payment option for the completed chassis was included in the analysis because Fleet
Services Manager Fred Chun determined to select the option after having the bid information
communicated to him.

Based upon the pricing offered including prices for selected options, the bid of General Fire
Apparatus, Spokane, Washington, was, in fact, the lowest responsive bid received.

The BRC recommends that an award to General Fire be made for one new fire engine with aerial
water tower and escape ladder for the Fire Department.
