RECOMMENDATION: The Finance Department, Purchasing Division recommends that thE:\ 
Public Utility Board and City Council award a contract to second low bidder, Performance 
Abatement Services, Inc., Seattle WAr for a CitYWide contractfor asbestos abatement and lead 
based paint removal. The recommendation' is for an initial two-year contract term in the amount 
of $127,190, plus the option for three additional one-year renewal periods, for an aggregate 
total of $500,OOO,plus sales tax. The specification documents contain market-based provisions 
for pri<:;e escalation/de-escalation that will affect overall contract value. 

EXPLANATION: This contract will provide for asbeslos abatement and lead based paint 
removal and disposal on an as-needed basis for multiple City departments including Public 
Works Facilities, BLUS, Solid Waste, Tacoma Power, Tacoma Water and Tacoma Rail. The 
City utilizes asbestos abatement and lead based paint removal services for various locations 
and equipment includIng City owned facilities, residences, office buildings, hydroelectric 
projects and locomotives to name a few. The aggregate total of $500,000 is the combined 
estimated usage of $200,000 for Tacoma Public Utilities and $300,000 for General 
Government. 

COMPETITIVE SOLICITATION: Request for Bids Specification No. CT08-0674F was· opened 
November 12,2008. Nineteen (19) companies were. invited to bid in addition to normal 
advertising of the project. Four (4) submittals were received. A contract was initially awarded to 
low bidder, Walker Specialty Construction Inc. (Walker), per Utility Board Resolution No. U-
10258 #1 and City Council Resolution No. 37680 #2 in December 2008 and subsequently a 
Contract was entered into on December 19, 2008. Walker has since requested release from its 
Contract· obligations due to Walker's misinterpretation of the Contract payment provisions. 
Following Legal review Walker was granted release from its Contract obligations (see attached 
release). The table below reflects the amount of the initial contract term ..

RECOMMENDATION: The Finance Department, Purchasing Division, requests approval to increase SAP 
Contract No. 4600002517 awarded to.Corporate Express, a Staples Company, Auburn, WA by· 
$990,000, plus sales tax, for bffice supplies, and to renew the contract for the third and final renewal 
period of April 1, 2009, through March 31,2010. The increa.se is estimated at $603,900 for General 
Government and $386,100 for Tac0li!a Public Utilities departments based on usage. 

EXPLANATION: The increase and renewal of this contract will assure the continuation of next-day 
delivery service of as needed office supplies to various locations with in the City . 

. COMPETITIVE BIDDING: This contract was originally awarded to q,orporate Express, Renton, WA, by 
City Council Res91ution No. 36449 dated March 15, 2005, and Utility Board Resolution No. U-9950 dated 
March 9, 2005, as a result of Request for Proposal speCification No. CT04-0652F in the amourit of 
$1,400,000, plus sales tax. The contract includes provisions for three (3) one-year renewals, with a 
maximum escalation of 1 % per period. Corporate Express has <;lgreed to renew the contract for the third 
one-year renewal period, including a 1% price increase on the Core Contract items. The % discounts by 
categories will remain the same. 

CONTRACT HISTORY: This contract was renewed and increased by $900,000 by Utility Board 
Resolution No. U-;10083 dated November 15, 2006, and City Council Resolution No. 37041 dated 
November 28,2006. The second renewal was for the amount of $950,000 for the period of April 1, 2008, 
through March 31,2009, and was approved by Utility Board resolution No. U-10184 and City Council 
resolutJon No. 37420 dated March 18, 2008. The original contract award was based on historical usage, 
and current usage remains approximately 39% for Public Utility and 61 % for General Government 
departments. This increase represents estimated usage through March 31, 2010. The increase will bring 
the contract to a cumUlative aggregate total of $4,240,000, plus sales tax through March 31, 2010. 

FUNDING: Funds for, this are provided by the individual departments ordering supplies. Departments 
using the contract will be billed directly for the purchases.
