Resolution No. 37805

Setting Tuesday, June 30, 2009, at approximately 5:30 p.m., as the date for a public
hearing by the City Council on proposed changes to Title 13 of the Municipal Code, relating
to the Land Use Regulatory Code, to add new and revise existing design, development,
and building standards; change, use, and reduce or eliminate parking requirements;
increase height limits in designated areas of eight neighborhood centers, establish new
mixed-use zoning classifications; and rezone numerous properties within 16 designated
mixed use centers to mixed use zoning districts.

A RESOLUTION relating to the Land Use Regulatory Code; setting June 30, 2009,
as the date for a public hearing on the proposed revisions to the Land Use
Regulatory Code, Title 13, of the Tacoma Municipal Code, modifying
development regulations.

WHEREAS mixed-use centers were originally established in 1993 and are a
primary component of the City’s strategy to accommodate future growth, as
mandated by the Growth Management Act, and

WHEREAS, currently, there are eight neighborhood centers,
seven community centers, and two regional growth centers (Tacoma Mall and
downtown), and

WHEREAS, at the direction of the City Council, City staff and the Planning
Commission have been reviewing the vision, policies, and regulations pertaining to
the centers with the exception of the downtown area, which is being evaluated
through a separate process, and

WHEREAS, in 2007, the City Council approved new and modified policy
direction for the centers, including policies to increase height, reduce parking,
enhance design standards, incorporate sustainability, increase density, and
provide incentives for investment, and

WHEREAS the Planning Commission is recommending a set of zoning and

regulatory changes that will implement this policy direction by adding new and

revising existing design, development, and building standards; changing use and
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parking standards; and establishing height bonus areas in the eight neighborhood
centers where additional height can be achieved by incorporating one or more
feature into a proposed project, and

WHEREAS the recommendations also rezone properties within the
16 affected centers to mixed-use zoning classifications, and

WHEREAS future parcel specific rezones within the centers will be
prohibited; Now, Therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TACOMA:

That Tuesday, June 30, 2009, at approximately 5:30 p.m., is hereby fixed as
the time, and the City Council Chambers on the First Floor of the Tacoma
