




Water Fi ltration Project 
On November 19th

, staff from Tacoma Water reviewed progress to date in evaluating Tacoma Water's 
treatment options on the Green River. Tacoma Water is required to provide additional treatment on the 
Green River, under new Federal and State regulations to treat for Cryptosporidium. It is Tacoma 
Water's intent to provide a recommendation to the Public Utility Board on a proposed course of action 
by the end of 2009 with subsequent evaluation and decision making by the Board to follow in the first 
quarter of 20 1 O. Discussion focused on the long-term costs to rate payers. The Committee requested 
this item come back before the Committee in the first quarter of2010.

Sound Transit D to M Street Project 
The D to M Street Project was a major focus of the Committee in 2009. The Committee toured the 
proposed site of the commuter rail on January 23 rd during a special meeting. The Committee heard 
an update on the project on July 8th On August 26th and September 23 rd

, the Committee discussed 
several agreements with Sound Transit that would allow D to M project to proceed. After 
discussing who is responsible for the maintenance of the right of way, the costs associated with 
post and beam construction versus creating berms, the Committee moved to forward these 
agreements to the full Council without recommendation. The full Council approved these 
agreements on October 20th as Resolution No. 37897, Resolution No. 37898, and Ordinance No. 
27833.

\ and October 28th After discussing available funding for Americans with 
Disability Act (ADA) retrofits, the relationship between this program and Transportation 2040, and the 
funding for the projects, the Committee gave the program a "do pass" recommendation on October 
28th The full Council approved this program as Ordinance No. 27864 on December 15th 

Murray Morgan Bridge 
The Committee considered staffs proposed turnback agreement with the Washington State 
Department of Transportation regarding the Murray Morgan Bridge on August 12th, October 28 th, and 
November 19th After discussing funding and management responsibilities, the Committee gave a "do 
pass" recommendation to this agreement at the November 19th meeting. The full Council approved 
this agreement as Resolution No. 37941 at its December 1st meeting.
