MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
REGARDING CONSTRUCTION OF A STORMWATER 

CONVEYANCE SYSTEM 

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (this "MOU") is entered into pursuant to 
the Washington Interlocal Cooperation Act (Chapter 39.34 RCW), the Constitution of the 
Puyallup Tribe of Indians, and 25 U.S.C. § 81 by and between the Puyallup Tribe (the 
"Tribe") and the City of Tacoma, a Washington state municipal corporation (the "City"), 

WHEREAS the Tribe and the City both recognize and acknowledge the need to 
protect the environment and the deleterious effects that stormwater can have on natural 
water bodies in the Puget Sound region; and 

WHEREAS the Tribe and the City are developing an Agreement regarding the 
construction and installation of a stormwater conveyance system along East 29th Street 
and East "R" Street intended to address those effects; and 

WHEREAS the Tribe and the City now seek to memorialize the terms and 
conditions of that Agreement under the authority recited above, 

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

1. The Tribe shall construct a 54-inch diameter stormwater conveyance system 
(the "System") along East 29th Street and from East "R" Street to a 
termination point at the intersection of East 29 th Street and the First Creek 
72-inch diameter storm drain at East "T" Street. The Tribe hereby agrees to 
design and construct the System in a manner that permits the build-out of 
the tributary area as set forth by the standards contained in the City's 2008 
Surface Water Management Manual. The System shall connect to the 
City's existing 72-inch diameter stormwater system. The System is 
depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by this 
reference. The System shall be constructed and installed in accordance 
with the 2008 City of Tacoma Surface Water Management Manual and 
2004 Public Works Design Manual. The system shall be constructed and in 
place by November 1, 2011 . 

2. The City acknowledges that certain existing MOU dated July ih, 2009 between 
the Parties and will consult with the Tribe on a government-to-government 
basis, and agrees to work with the Tribe in permitting this project in the most 
expeditious manner possible. 

3. The Tribe shall be responsible for restoration of any City street right of way 
areas affected by the construction and installation of the System in 
accordance with the City's written requirements including the Right of Way 
Restoration Policy, a copy of which has been provided to the Tribe. 
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
