Election of Committee Chair and Vice Chair
Council Member Walker moved to elect Deputy Mayor Fey as the Chair of the Committee.
Seconded by Council Member Woodards. Voice vote was taken and carried.

Council Member Woodards moved to elect Council Member Walker as the Vice Chair of the
Committee. Seconded by Deputy Mayor Fey. Voice vote was taken and carried.

Approval of December 9, 2009 Minutes
Council Member Walker moved that the minutes of the December 9, 2009 meeting be
approved. Seconded by Council Member Woodards. Voice vote was taken and carried.

2009 End of Year Report

At approximately 5:40 p.m. Eric Meyer, City Manager’s Office, stated he is seeking approval of the
Committee’s 2009 Year-End Report. He then reviewed the report, stating it includes items
considered and actions taken by the Committee last year. Council Member Walker requested
holding off the approval until the Committee’s next meeting to allow time for review.

2010 Committee Work Plan

At approximately 5:42 p.m. Mr. Meyer reviewed the 2010 Committee work plan, stating some
reoccurring items, such as the Six-Year Transportation Program, have already been scheduled.
Deputy Mayor Fey stated Dennis McLerran is the new EPA Regional Administrator, and requested
staff schedule for him to come down and talk to the Committee. Discussion ensued regarding other
potential items: the Puget Sound Partnership, the water filtration project, the potential of holding a
meeting at the Center for Urban Waters, an update on the Water Ditch and Prairie Line trails, and
the Tacoma Art Museum footprint and outdoor art. Council Member Walker requested to meet with
staff on other bike trail issues. Mr. McKinley discussed the Urban Forestry Policy and the

Mobility Master Plan that are going to the Planning Commission, and inquired when the Committee
would like to discuss them.

Topics for Upcoming Meetings

Mr. Meyer stated the next Committee meeting will be January 27, 2010, and will include

oversized load fee revisions, inclusion of commercial premises in the septic amnesty program, and
urban forestry. Deputy City Manager Rey Arellano stated community gardens will be discussed at
the next Committee of the Whole meeting to decide the appropriate Committee to hear the item.
