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charging stations. Discussion ensued regarding placement of the charging stations, grant funding , 
whether new facilities would need to be built, and who pays for the stations. Council Member 
Walker inquired what the City's defines as an electric vehicle. Discussion followed regarding 
segway vehicles. 

Urban Forestry Policy 
At approximately 5:28 p.m. Elliott Barnett, Community and Economic Development, introduced 
Ramie Pierce, Public Works Urban Forester. He then reviewed the key direction for the Urban 
Forestry Management Plan including recognizing benefits, setting goals, establishing best 
practices, clarifying roles and responsibilities , and education and outreach. He stated they are 
currently working with the Planning Commission and have also met with stakeholders. He 
reviewed the different policies included in the plan and where they would be applicable. Mr. Barnett 
then reviewed the next steps, including emailing the draft plan to the Council and then releaSing it 
to the Planning Commission and the public. Ms. Pierce stated the Planning Commission will be 
holding a public hearing on March 3, 2010, to discuss the management plan. Discussion ensued 
regarding implementation, the public process, education and outreach, funding , and the need for 
more tree planting. Deputy Mayor Fey inquired about the timeframe for the Urban Forestry 
Management Plan , and the status of the Urban Forestry Policy. Discussion followed regarding the 
need for flexibility and responsibility in the plan , street trees, and planning. Deputy Mayor Fey 
stated Ms. Pierce previously presented the revisions to the Urban Forestry Policy and was given a 
"do pass" by the Committee; he then inquired why this item has not come forward to the full 
Council. 

Inclusion of Commercial Premises in Septic Amnesty Program 
At approximately 5:52 p.m. Dan Thompson, Public Works, reviewed Municipal Code Section 
12.08.350, Connection Charge-in-lieu of Assessment, and noted the purpose is to get people not 
to abandon their septic systems. He stated he would like to broaden this section to include 
commercial premises as well as residential. He discussed septic systems within the City and the 
potential problems with ground water and surface water. Mr. Thompson then reviewed the 
Septic Amnesty Program, stating this program began in 2001 and has been very successful. He 
stated this would apply to approximately 29 to 30 commercial properties. Discussion ensued 
regarding what is considered residential and where septic systems have been identified . 
Public Works Director Dick McKinley reviewed the process for participating in this program, impact 
and damage abandoned systems can cause, and the advantages of participating in the program. 
Deputy Mayor Fey inquired about incentives for participating in the program. Mr. McKinley then 
stated this item will be returning to the Committee at the next meeting and at that time they will be 
requesting a "do pass" recommendation. 

2009 Year End Report 
At approximately 6:08 p. m. Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, provided the Committee with the 
2009 Year End Report, noting it was given to the Committee at the last meeting . 

Council Member Walker moved approval of the 2009 Year End Report. Seconded by 
Council Member Mello. Voice vote was taken and carried . 

Topics for Upcoming Meetings 
Deputy Mayor Fey stated time will be set aside at the next meeting to discuss items Committee 
Members would like to see on the calendar. Mr. Meyer inquired about scheduling a discussion on 
construction on Pacific Avenue, at the request of Council Member Campbell. He then stated at the 
next meeting on February 10, 2010, the Committee will discuss the septic amnesty program, 
recycling and volume based rates, and oversized load fee revision. Discussion ensued regarding 
volume based rates. 
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Deputy Mayor Fey requested to have a focused meeting on transportation, including the Six-Year 
Transportation Plan, the Mobility Master Plan, Sound Transit, and the Link Extension. He then 
discussed the water filtration project, potential water rate increases, and challenges of the 
City Charter, noting there will need to be further discussion on this item.
