Oversized Load Fee Revisions

At approximately 5:41 p.m. Chris Larson, Public Works Engineering, introduced Steve Goolie,
Road Use Compliance Officer. Mr. Larson then provided background information on road use
compliance, including staffing, services provided, and the types of permits issued. He reviewed the
current permit fees and compared them to the City of Seattle’s and Washington State’s fees. He
noted the City’s current fees do not cover the estimated cost of actually issuing a permit. Mr. Larson
reviewed two different options for permit fees. Discussion ensued regarding how low the City’s fees
are in comparison, damage caused by oversized loads, the actual cost of service, routes traveled in
the City, and penalties for not acquiring a permit. Council Member Boe inquired whether a
percentage of the fee could be dedicated to the road fund. Chair Fey stated the Committee would
like to hear more information on this item in the future.

Public comment was heard from Evette Mason, Port of Tacoma.

Topics for Upcoming Meetings

Chair Fey inquired if Committee Members had any items they would like to add to the Committees
work plan. Discussion followed regarding receiving an update on potholes, the Complete Streets
Policy and implementation, the Sound Transit project, and high-speed rail and its connection with
Sound Transit and the City.

Council Member Walker left here, at 6:07 p.m.

Discussion continued regarding the high-speed rail, Tacoma Partnership 2.0, a quarterly update on
the extension of light-rail and streetcars, recycling for downtown, Green Ribbon Task Force
recommendation implementation, trails, and the Stadium Way design project. Chair Fey stated
Pierce Transit is trying to convene a summit to discuss regional transportation, including where it is
headed and how the different stakeholders can all work together.
