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City Manager Tansy Hayward stated she will follow-up with the Legal department and have them
suggest a number of alternatives that might accomplish this and report back to the Committee.
Discussion followed regarding customers inside and outside the city, outreach, funding options,
feedback received from the commercial industry, the possibility of having the rates decrease after a
filtration plant is built, and the effectiveness of UV treatment.

Public comment was heard from Bob Myrick; Ken Peachy; Gary Bracket; and Dave McEntee.
Discussion followed regarding conservation programs. Deputy Mayor Fey stated he would like to
make a recommendation at the next Committee meeting once the Committee Members see the
alternatives.

Water Ditch Trail Update

At approximately 5:42 p.m. Dana Brown, Public Works Engineering, briefly discussed the City's trail
plans and reviewed a map of the current citywide trail system. He talked about the Scott Pierson
Trail, the North 37" Street Trail, the Pipeline Road Trail, and the Historic Water Ditch Trail. He
discussed the extension of the Water Ditch Trail, including segments that have been completed and
funding that has been received for various parts of the trail. Discussion followed regarding the
Prairie Line Trail, Tacoma Art Museum’s idea to put art along the Prairie Line Trail, and leveraging
alternate funding.

Public comment was heard from Bob Myrick.

Public comment was heard from Ken Peachy. Discussion followed regarding the potential for
developing a Tacoma Bike Loop experience. Deputy Mayor Fey requested a list of projects that are
being funded with the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant.

Topics for Upcoming Meetings

Eric Meyer, City Manager’s Office, stated the next meeting on March 10, 2010, will include the
coordination of Pacific Avenue projects, an inventory of the City’s transportation plans, and the
facilities condition assessment.

Other Items of Interest

Deputy Mayor Fey stated he would like to have the City send a letter regarding Transportation 2040
to the Puget Sound Regional Council and he will work with staff to schedule a discussion at the next
Committee of the Whole meeting.
