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HOV project, including before and after pictures of the area. He reviewed the project schedule, 
stating construction will occur in 2012 through 2015 and McKinley Way and Pacific Avenue cannot 
be closed at the same time. He then discussed the reconstruction of the Pacific Avenue Bridge, 
traffic shifts, and overall construction staging . Discussion ensued regarding the coordination of the 
projects , why the two projects cannot be done concurrently, whether bike lanes are included in the 
project, and landscaping . Council Member Mello inquired about the corridor landscape concept, 
and discussed impacts to the City, neighborhoods, and businesses . Discussion fOllowed regarding 
the need for better coordination with residents and businesses, the closure of McKinley Way, and 
coordination with the LeMay Museum project and the reconstruction of the second East 34'h Street 
Bridge. Discussion continued regarding bridge design, landscaping, and the representatives on the 
Sound Transit Board . 

Inventory of City's Transportation Plans: Six-Year Transportation Program, Mobility Master 
Plan, and light Rail 
At approximately 5:27 p.m. Jim Parvey, Public Works, provided a broad overview of City, regional, 
and state transportation plans. He then reviewed the goals, strategies, and project selection 
criteria for the Six-Year Transportation Program. Chair Fey provided background information on 
how the selection criteria were put together. Public Works Director Dick McKinley provided a draft 
executive summary of the Transportation 2040 Plan to the Committee. Council Member Boe 
inquired about streetcars and where they fit into the Six-Year Transportation Plan, the Mobility 
Master Plan, and the Comprehensive Plan amendments. Mr. McKinley suggested Public Works 
and Community and Economic Development staff have a discussion about the appropriate place 
to include streetcars. 

Other Items of Interest 
At approximately 4:46 p.m. Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, provided a draft resolution 
expressing support for filtration as the method of water treatment of the Green River. He stated 
this resolution will go before the Council for consideration on March 23, 2010. Chair Fey noted this 
item was discussed at study session. Discussion ensued regarding process, timing, and whether 
the resolution should come before the Council before or after the Public Utility Board has voted. 
Council Member Walker discussed the need to strengthen the language in Section 3 of the draft 
resolution regarding rates. Bob Mack, Tacoma Public Utilities, discussed the work the Public Utility 
Board has done on this item, the Council's role , and whether this resolution should be brought 
forward prior to the Public Utility Board taking action . Discussion fOllowed regarding timing of the 
resolution and amending Section 3. 

Council Member Campbell left here, at 6:00 p.m. 

Discussion continued regarding showing support for water filtration, when to bring the resolution 
forward, and concerns about keeping rates low for customers. Assistant City Manager 
Rey Arellano noted any changes to Section 3 will need to be reviewed by the Legal Department. 
Discussion ensued regarding suggested changes to Section 3 of the resolution, who has the 
authority to increase rates , and authority of the City Council and the Public Utility Board per the 
City Charter, Council Member Walker expressed concerns regarding collaboration between the 
Council and the Public Utility Board on water rates as written in the City Charter. Discussion 
fOllowed regarding having the Legal department look over Section 3. Mr. Arellano suggested 
discussing the draft resolution and the language in Section 3 at the next study session. 

Council Member Walker moved to have staff prepare a resolution consistent with the 
conversation today for purposes of consideration by the Council. Seconded by Council Member 
Boe. Voice vote was taken and carried. 
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Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, stated the next meeting on March 24, 2010, will include 
presentations on the R Street Memorandum of Understanding with the Puyallup Tribe, summer 
construction projects, and an update on the First Creek Stewardship Plan . He then stated the 
meeting on April 14, 2010 , has only one item, facilities condition assessment, but it will be lengthy.
