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Chair Fey called the meeting to order at 4:41 p.m. 

Council Committee Members Present: Boe, Fey, and Walker. 

Council Committee Members Absent: Mello. 

Other Council Members Present: Campbell . 

Chair Fey welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked everyone to introduce themselves. 

Approval of March 10,2010 Minutes 
Council Member Boe moved to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2010 meeting. 

Seconded by Council Member Walker. Voice vote was taken and carried . 

uR" Street Memorandum of Understanding with the Puyallup Tribe of Indians 
At approximately 4:42 p.m. Alisa O'Hanlon, City Manager's Office, introduced Mieke Hoppin, 
Environmental Services; she then noted they are seeking a "do pass" recommendation on the 
"R" Street Memorandum of Understanding (MOUl with the Puyallup Tribe of Indians. 
Ms. O'Hanlon provided background information on the MOU regarding the construction of a 
stormwater conveyance system on "R" Street, noting last November the Council approved a 
similar MOU for Grandview Avenue. 

Ms. Hoppin reviewed a map of the area, stating the Tribe is doing a parking lot improvement 
project and eventually would like to tie into the stormwater system. She stated this MOU would 
allow the Tribe to complete the parking lot improvement now and would allow them to do the 
storm water upgrade later. Discussion followed regarding where the stormwater will go in the 
meantime and the stormwater line upgrade that would be done. 

Council Member Walker moved for a "do pass" recommendation on the "R" Street MOU 
with the Tribe as presented. Seconded by Council Member Boe. 

Public comment was heard from Ken Peachey. Discussion followed regarding the widening of 
"R" Street, bike lanes, and bike path improvements. 

Voice vote was taken and carried. The motion was declared adopted. 

First Creek Stewardship Plan Update 
At approximately 4:53 p.m. Ms. O'Hanlon provided background information on the First Creek 
Stewardship Plan and discussed activities and events that have been happening in the area. She 
then introduced Edwina Magrum, David White, and Dan Fear, who are part of the team helping to 
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develop the stewardship plan . Ms. O'Hanlon reviewed the plan 's vision and guiding principles, 
which include cultural and historical significance; water quality; open space, environment, and 
natural resources; public safety; infrastructure; and community visioning and outreach . She 
reviewed items already accomplished and those they wish to accomplish in 2010. 

Mr. Fear reviewed several pictures of the First Creek area, noting in the last 15 months more 
than 156 tons of trash has been removed from the area. He discussed events and activities in 
the area and community involvement, stating First Creek is an asset and he hopes this effort 
continues. Mr. White stated First Creek is a living creek and discussed the connection between 
the creek's health and the community's health . He stated the Tribe plans to map and inventory 
the native healing and medical plants located in both the First Creek and Swan Creek areas. He 
then discussed a plan to start a native plant gardening project and potential partnerships 
between the Tribe, the City, and the community. Ms. Magrum reviewed partnerships and their 
hopes of getting a system of trails in the area . She reviewed upcoming events in the area and 
community involvement. Discussion followed regarding crime reduction through environmental 
cleanup, partnerships, and economic development in the area. 

Summer Construction Projects 
At approximately 5:31 p.m. Assistant Public Works Director Jim Parvey introduced staff and 
provided an overview of today's presentation. Public Works Director Dick McKinley noted this is 
an annual report to the Committee. Kurtis Kingsolver, Public Works Engineering , reviewed 
construction projects started in 2009 that are either underway or complete. He then reviewed 
grants received in 2009, totaling $17,966,925. Geoff Smyth , Science and Engineering, 
discussed grant money received for the utilities. He then reviewed two maps of 2010 
Public Works Capital Improvement Projects, noting information on all projects can be viewed 
on the City's website. Mr. Kingsolver reviewed key construction projects for 2010. 

Council Member Campbell left here, at 5:40 p.m. 

Mr. Kingsolver continued reviewing 2010 construction projects. Mr. Parvey reviewed 
construction project coordination, including the infrastructure coordination team, the design 
integration review team, the utility mailing list, and community and neighborhood meetings. 
Discussion ensued regarding accessibility of the construction projects on the website.
