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moving city staff out of the Cavanaugh Building . Mr. Clarke then reviewed a summary of the findings 
for the Municipal Complex and the Municipal Service Center. Discussion ensued regarding auditing 
the energy performance of the buildings, funding available for energy improvements, and the panels 
located on the 12'h floor patio. Mr. Jenkins stated the Municipal Complex pays $3.50 per square foot 
annually for deferred maintenance, and noted currently no other buildings are being charged this 
surcharge. He stated it may be a potential funding source and it is being reviewed . Mr. Jenkins 
provided a summary of the assessment results , stating approximately $50 to $70 million of capital is 
needed over the next ten years to improve the condition of the 49 buildings. Council Member Walker 
requested a document briefly summarizing the assessments of the 49 buildings. Council Member 
Mello inquired about receiving an update on all City-owned buildings, not just General Government. 
Discussion ensued regarding what Tacoma Public Utilities and the Library are doing regarding 
assessing their facilities. 

Water Filtration 
At approximately 5:29 p.m. Bill Fosbre, Chief Deputy City Attorney, reviewed a draft ordinance 
approving the Public Utility Board 's selection of the filtration alternative for treatment of the 
Green River water supply. He then reviewed how the process is outlined in the City Charter. 
Discussion followed regarding where in ordinance is the resolution passed by the Council supporting 
filtration is referenced , the intent of Section 3 pertaining to changes to the water rate schedule, the 
rate classes included in the rate schedule, and cost sharing with partners. Chair Fey noted he and 
Council Member Boe met with Tacoma Public Utilities staff to begin discussions on the process that 
will be used to evaluate rates . 

Council Member Walker moved for a "do pass" recommendation on the proposed ordinance. 
Seconded by Council Member Boe. Voice vote was taken and carried . 

Parking Pay Station Update 
At approximately 5:39 p.m. Kurtis Kingsolver, Traffic Engineering , introduced co-chairs of the 
Tacoma Parking Advisory Task Force: Rollie Herman, Chelsea Levy, and Steph Farber. He then 
provided an update on the selection of a vendor for this project, stating that although there is a 
preferred vendor, no vendor has been chosen and the contract is still being worked on . He stated a 
website (www. tacomaparking .com) has been established to help with marketing, access minutes, 
and update citizens on the task force's progress. Mr. Herman reviewed the purpose of the task force 
and discussed feedback received from stakeholders and citizens. Ms. Levy reviewed potential hours 
of operation , 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, with two-hour time limits. Discussion 
followed regarding enforcement for chain parking , how the hours of operation were chosen, rates, 
and how the task force's recommendations will be reported. Mr. Kingsolver stated this is a 
data-driven process and will change as time goes on . He then stated the implementation will begin in 
August 2010. Discussion followed regarding public perception, marketing , and feedback received . 
Mr. Farber discussed marketing for the pay stations and the need to stop employees from downtown 
businesses from occupying the majority of on-street parking spaces. Discussion ensued regarding 
developing a short film to help inform people how easy it is to use pay stations downtown, using a 
pay station on wheels to assist in marketing , outreach to businesses, employee parking , placement 
and design of the pay stations, and pricing . Council Member Mello requested further at the next 
presentation regarding parking revenues and the business model being used . 

Approval of March 24, 2010 Minutes 
Council Member Boe moved to approve the minutes of the March 24, 2010 meeting. 

Seconded by Council Member Walker. Voice vote was taken and carried. 
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Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, stated the April 28, 2010 meeting will be a joint meeting with the 
Economic Development Committee to discuss the Shoreline Master Plan. He stated the meeting will 
be held in Conference Room 16. He then stated the May 12, 2010 meeting will be held at The Center 
for Urban Waters building. Discussion followed regarding transportation to Urban Waters. 
Council Member Mello inquired about amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, the Urban Forestry 
Policy, the Mobility Master Plan, and requested they come before the Committee prior to going to 
Council. Council Member Boe stated he will not be able to attend the June 23,2010 meeting.
