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be impacted, and revenue from parking enforcement. Mr. Brown then reviewed the expansion of the
parking enforcement area. Discussion continued regarding the cost of parking citations, whether
additional parking enforcement officers will need to be hired, the impact to the General Fund, how
many pay stations are being purchased, the location of the pay stations, and how to eliminate chain
parking. Mr. Brown then requested a “do pass” recommendation, noting this item will be before the
Council for consideration at the May 18, 2010 Council meeting. The Committee Members requested
additional time to read through the contract, and stated this item will be added to the May 18, 2010
special meeting agenda.

Public comment was heard from Jeff Callender, Conoco Phillips. Chair Fey requested to add an
overview of the Shoreline Master Plan to the May 18, 2010 Committee of the Whole agenda.

Center for Urban Waters Overview

At approximately 5:17 p.m. Assistant Public Works Director Jim Parvey provided an update on the
Center for Urban Waters, noting the building was turned over to the City on March 27, 2010, and
came in approximately $2 million under budget. He stated Public Works Environmental Services has
been moving in since April, the University of Washington-Tacoma will be moving in shortly, and the
Puget Sound Partnership cannot move in prior to July 1, 2010. He then stated a grand opening will be
held on September 9, 2010. Council Member Boe inquired about rent and the cost per square foot.

Dr. Joel Baker, University of Washington-Tacoma, discussed opportunities of having the University
of Washington-Tacoma, the Puget Sound Partnership, and the City of Tacoma in the same building.
He then reviewed a joint program they will be starting with Washington State University-Puyallup for
a Stormwater Resource Technical Center. Mr. Parvey briefly discussed efforts for leveraging the
Center for Urban Waters.

Topics for Upcoming Meetings

Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, stated the next meeting will be a special meeting on May 18, 2010,
at 10:00 a.m., in Conference Room 248, which will include an overview of the Comprehensive Plan
process, the Urban Forestry Policy, the Mobility Master Plan, and the Parking Pay Station contract.
He then stated David Dicks, Puget Sound Partnership, is tentatively scheduled for the meeting on
May 26, 2010. Discussion followed regarding holding the May 26, 2010 meeting at the Center for
Urban Waters if Mr. Dicks is confirmed.
