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sewer collection system. He noted a lot of work has been done on the public part of the sewer 
system, but much of the remaining leakage comes from private sewer laterals. He reviewed the 
stakeholder group put together to address this issue, and then noted the City is only requiring a 
side sewer inspection be filed with the City at the point-of-sale, not repaired. He also discussed the 
environmental impact, noting realtors are not the only ones with a stake in this. 

Eric Johnson, Public Works Environmental Services, reviewed photographs of sanitary sewer 
overflow in street, and the development process for the program and implementation. He then 
reviewed the members of the stakeholder group and discussed outreach efforts. Kari Prussen, 
Public Works Environmental Services, reviewed the Inflow and Infiltration Program, including 
requirement for side sewer inspections at the point-of-sale and when building permits are received 
for major remodels . She stated the program requires a video inspection and report be filed with the 
City. She then reviewed what other agencies are doing about this problem and related costs. 
Mr. Johnson discussed how severe the City's inflow and infiltration problem is, how much comes 
from private properties, and the long-term benefits of the program. Discussion ensued regarding the 
average cost for side sewer repairs, potential fines and claims, impacts to public health and the 
environment, and the impact of delaying the effective date for the inspections. 

Public comment was heard from George Pilant, RE/MAX; Catherine Rudolph, Tacoma-Pierce County 
Association of Realtors; Clayton Ashley, Hydro Physics; Dan Grossruck, Pipe Guys; and 
Ken Peachey. Discussion ensued throughout public comment regarding delaying the implementation 
date for six months, complications with the point-of-sale options, the need to find a available funding 
source, lender requirements, the basin approach the City will be using to replace side sewers, the 
potential impact to property sales, the need for guidelines to help lenders understand the inspection, 
the average cost for side sewer repairs, and the need for disclosure when purchasing a property. 

Committee Members then discussed the solution for getting rental properties inspected, assistance 
available to low-income homeowners, the potential of delaying implementation for a shorter period, 
funding mechanisms available, average repair costs, the need for guidelines and potential repair 
criteria, and the impact to those businesses who have already made investments to meet the 
upcoming inspection requirement. Chair Fey stated in order to change the effective date the Council 
would need to have first and final reading of an ordinance on June 29, 2010. 

Council Member Woodards moved to postpone the implementation of this section of the 
Inflow and Infiltration Program to October 1, 2010. Seconded by Council Member Mello . Discussion 
followed regarding whether the City would accept inspections filed prior to October 1, 2010, the 
need for staff to layout criteria for repairs that could be used by lenders and explore potential 
funding sources, and the need for staff to provide monthly updates on their progress. Voice vote 
was taken and carried . 

Memorandum of Understanding with Pierce County Flood Protection 
Chair Fey stated, due to time constraints, this item will be scheduled for an upcoming study session. 
Council Member Mello noted he serves on the executive task force , and has been working closely 
with staff on this item. 

Topics for Upcoming Meetings 
Eric Meyer, City Manager's Office, stated he will add the Inflow and Infiltration Program update to 
the Committee's schedule. He then noted the second part of the water rates discussion has been 
moved to the July 28, 2010 meeting. He also noted this is his last meeting and Shane Pettit, 
City Manager's Office, will be taking over this Committee. 

Other Items of Interest 
There were no other items of interest. 
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Public Comment 
Public comment was heard earlier in the meeting. 

Adjournment 
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6: 15 p.m.
